Pre-watching activity:
Imagine you are asked to leave your house immediately.

Screening the film:
Showing just the first six minutes, discussing what we saw (music, language, countries, families etc.)
Group Work:
Dividing the class into four groups and preparing four stations ahead. The stations are:
1. Language
2. Music
3. Food
4. Geography 
Language station: A memory game. Kids would have to match a word in Ladino and its equivalent (in their language). 
Music: Kids will look and listen to a Ladino song (Ocho Kandelikas), learn it by heart and at the end of the lesson everyone in class sing it together.

Food: Give a recipe of Boyikos: 125 grams of yogurt, fill the cup with oil, 2 eggs, salt and pepper, 400 grams of flour (the dough should be as soft as the lobe of your ear). Half a Kilo of Fetta cheese and mix it with all ingredients in the bowl. Let them mix everything together, make little balls and put in an oven for 25 minutes for 180 degrees.

Geography: Giving a blank map of Europe with the names of five countries. Give the pupils cards with names of capital cities and flags and let them match the cards to the correct country.
