	1 Stage #1 - Pre-Watching, background Jews in Bulgaria 
2.   Stage #2 Leonita—a personal story (Bulgaria)—we will watch until  mins :3:40. The yellow star was forced on the Jews to wear. Now, we should ask our students what they think would happen next.
(we would expect them to talk about what happened in Warsaw or other central European countries, deported to a ghetto then to concentration camps etc…), 
3.    Stage #3 Continue Watching until the war's end - mins 5:11  - They survived the war. (we expect the students to be surprised) we share photos from the labor camps. We will share the Bulgarian Jewish Community situation at the end of the war. 
4.Stage #4  Before we continue watching "After the War "– we will ask our students: what happened with Bulgaria after the war? (a communist country)
While continuing watching the film, we will ask our students to pay attention to how it was reflected in Leonita's  personal/professional life.
5. Watching the rest of the movie 
Discussion about the society during the communist regime – a new totalitarian regime .
